Commentary 
Our culture puts a great premium on the value of be-
ing (or appearing to be) young. Modern advertising, 
in fact, promises eternal youth to anyone who will 
drink a certain breakfast juice or buy the latest laun-
dry detergent. But, in the long run, everybody knows 
that youth, as life itself, cannot purchased. In today’s 
Gospel Jesus does, however, freely offer a bread and 
a life that will not grow old—a life filled with the Spir-
it, a life that gives thanks, a life that threatens death 
itself with destruction. That life is what we celebrate 
and become in the Eucharist.
