 The Gospel today is about faith and humility. Jesus warns His 

disciples not to put their trust in riches and to 

always forgive those who wrong them. This 

sort of faith is a gift from God. In their 

weakness the apostles ask Jesus, ‘Increase 

our faith’. His reply helps them to understand 

the mystery. 

 Faith can work miracles. A tiny amount 

would be enough to obtain amazing results. 

The reason for this is that faith depends on a 

person’s trust in God and their humility. Faith 

without humility would be incomplete since 

whatever good we may achieve is only 

possible with God’s help. This is why Jesus 

says that ‘when you have done all that you have been told to do say 

we are merely servants; we have done no more that our duty.”’ 

 Jesus wants us to understand that we cannot barter with God: 

I do something for you, God and you must give me what I want in 

return. God can never owe us anything since all we have and are 

come from God’s merciful goodness. Jesus helps us to understand  

that we are all God’s children and part of God’s household. As a 

tender and loving Father, God can never be outdone in generosity 

and goodness. As our Lord and Master, God the Father sets His 

faithful servants at His own table and waits on them (Lk 12:37). 

Therefore, when we serve others we show our filial love and trust in 

God. The Apostle’s prayer: “Increase our faith,” should also be our 

prayer and the prayer of every Christian.
