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Lenten Penance

The Church’s Canon Law reaffirms our
obligation to do penance - to interrupt the
usual comforts of our lives, with prayer and
charity towards those in need. The special
times of penance are all Fridays throughout
the year except when a Solemnity falls
upon the Friday, and especially during the
season of Lent. We recall that St. John the
Baptist prepared for the coming of the Lord
by “preaching a baptism of repentance”.
Christ began his ministry on earth with the
exhortation to repent: “"Repent and believe
the Gospel” Mk 1:15. Repentance means
the rejection of sin. It implies conversion
to, and reconciliation with God. Penance is
the concrete expression of repentance. It
takes the forms of prayer, self-denial, and
works of charity. Each of these identifies us
more closely with our Saviour. By penance
we make satisfaction for our sins, and take
real steps in the renewal of our lives.
Penance is the proof of our repentance.
Repentance and conversion are central,
ongoing features of Christian living.
Penance has to be a constant, even daily,
practice in our lives. In nominating special
times of penance, the Church encourages
and promotes in all of us the habit of
penance. Furthermore, observance of these
special times by all Catholics throughout
the universal Church emphasises what we
call “the social dimension of sin”. The sin of
the individual member always in some
measure infects the whole body. Therefore,
when we do penance it is not only for
ourselves but in the name of the Church
and of the world. We must take very
seriously our penitential obligations and be
sure to carry them out. The Australian
Catholic Bishops’ Conference has not
restricted our penance to fast and
abstinence in all cases, it has left room for
our own responsible choices. In exercising
that choice we should carefully select the
form of penance that we consider most
appropriate for our own circumstances and
growth in the Christian life.

DAYS OF PENANCE
1. Abstinence from meat, and fasting, are
to be observed on Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday.
O All who have completed their 18th year
and have not yet begun their 60th year are
bound to fast.
O All who have completed their 14th year
are bound to abstain.

2. On all other Fridays of the year,
including the Fridays of Lent the law of the
common practice of penance is fulfilled by
performing any one of the following:

a) Prayer - for example, Mass attendance;
family prayer; a visit to a church or chapel;
reading the Bible; making the Stations of
the Cross; praying the rosary.

b) Self-denial - for example, not eating
meat or sweets; giving up entertainment or
social media to focus on the family; limiting
food and drink so as to give to the poor of
one’s own country.

c) Helping others - for example, special
attention or direct support to someone who
is poor, sick, elderly, lonely or
overburdened.

Rite of Election

Parishioners will remember that we recently welcomed Yeni into
the order of catechumens when she declared her intention to
become a member of the Church. It is now time for the next
step in her journey towards initiation at Easter. On the First
Sunday of Lent (6 March) she will attend St Mary’s Cathedral
together with Kay Grainger and other members of the Parish
RCIA Team to participate in the election and the enrolment of
names. ‘This is a liturgical rite called both election and
enrolment of names, which closes the period of the
catechumenate proper, that is, the lengthy period of formation
of the catechumen’s minds and hearts. ... The celebration of the
rite of election... also marks the beginning of the period of final,
more intense preparation for the sacraments of initiation, during
which the elect will be encouraged to follow Christ with greater
generosity.” (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) This Rite is
presided over by the archbishop signifying its importance. It is
called ‘election’ because God has chosen (elected) Yeni and she
has answered God’s call. “The step is also called enrolment of
names because as a pledge of fidelity the candidates inscribe
their names in the book that lists those who have been chosen
for initiation.” It is a public celebration of Yeni’s on-going
conversion, growth in faith and her intention to follow Christ.
We in our turn pledge our continuing support for her and her
family in practical ways and with prayer.
