FOR THOSE WHO HAVE DIED

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Dear friends, we start the second week of Lent with the great paradox of Jesus – the man who is subject to  
temptation just as we are (last Sunday’s Gospel) is also the Son of God, a glimpse of whose glory we share with 
His disciples at His transfiguration (Luke 9:28-36). Jesus took Peter, John and James to go pray on a mountain, 
and while in prayer Jesus was transfigured, His face and clothing changing in appearance.  

The mountain is a traditional site for divine encounter. Both Moses and Elijah who are present also encountered 
God on a mountain, and they are associated with the law and the prophets respectively, which are fulfilled 
through Jesus. Through prayer, Jesus reveals His glory for the disciples to see, and the presence of Moses and  
Elijah reinforces the place of Jesus in salvation history. 

The moment Jesus was transfigured, the lives of the disciples also changed. They too, became transfigured.  
Never again would they look at their friend, their teacher in the same way. This resonates with our Lenten 
theme of transformation and this week we contemplate the very hungry caterpillar that has emerged from the 
egg. What do we need to change us, to make us different, to help us see the presence of Jesus with the 
clear eyes of faith?  

Lent provides an opportunity for transformation for each one of us. At the same time, the church is at a  
crossroads experiencing widespread calls for reform and has responded with platforms for listening and  
reflection through the Australian Plenary and the 2023 Synod of Bishops in Rome. A recent parish assembly last 
month saw 7 people gather to discern and reflect the place of synodality in the Church. An online submission 
from this group has been made as our parish contribution to this global conversation. If anyone would like to 
read through this response, please email me. 

An example of a synodal encounter happened recently between Pope Francis and university students from  
United States and Canada, and they discussed climate change and the refugee crisis:  
https://www.luc.edu/popefrancis/index.shtml. In some of the most direct remarks ever made to Pope Francis, 
the students spoke up courageously: “Inaction perpetuates unjust violence on our common home. We have a  
rapidly closing window to avoid climate catastrophe that will forcibly displace millions, especially the  
marginalised, as climate refugees. Out of love, we feel that we must respond.” 

And finally, some wise words on fasting by Pope Francis that can 
further serve to help us in our Lenten commitments!

POLISH NEWS 
Pokusy Wielkiego Postu 

Pan Jezus był kuszony na pustyni. Według Katechizmu Kos cioła 
katolickiego „Kos cio ł co roku przez czterdzies ci dni Wielkiego 
Postu jednoczy się z tajemnicą Jezusa na pustyni”. Nic więc 
dziwnego w tym, z e moz emy w tym okresie odczuwac  
wzmoz one pokusy. Jednakz e Bo g nie zezwala na nic, co nie 
prowadziłoby do dobrego. Bo g moz e wykorzystac  pokusy i ataki 
złego ducha dla naszego nawro cenia, przemiany i wzrostu 
duchowego. 

Poniz ej pięc  pokus, kto rymi diabeł atakuje nas w Wielkim 
Pos cie: 

Pokus rozproszenia 
Wielki Post łatwo moz e stac  się okresem, w kto rym robimy 
bardzo wiele rzeczy naraz lub odwrotnie – nie robimy nic. Zły 
duch chce, abys my zatracili się niejako w uczynkach pokutnych 
lub tez  abys my szybko zniechęcili się do nich i ich zaniechali. 
Lecz przeciez  w Wielkim Pos cie chodzi o Boga, a nie o nasze 
działania. Korzystniej jest w okresie Wielkiego Postu poprosic  
Boga zaro wno o pomoc w skoncentrowaniu się na jednej, 
kluczowej kwestii, jak i o łaskę wytrwania. 

Pokusa osądzania 
Jes li mamy naturalną łatwos c  wewnętrznej dyscypliny lub 
cechuje nas prawdziwa siła woli, odczuwamy pokusę 
poro wnywania się z innymi i poklepywania samych siebie po 
plecach. Takiego włas nie zachowania oczekuje od nas szatan. 
Chce, abys my uwaz ali się za lepszych od innych, a przeciez  za to 
winnis my w Wielkim Pos cie przepraszac  i pokutowac . Jes li 
zaobserwujemy u siebie taką tendencję, najlepszym lekiem na to 
jest wybo r pokuty, kto ra ujawni naszą słabos c , co nie pozwoli 
nam wbic  się w dumę. Wo wczas zdamy sobie sprawę, z e w 
Wielkim Pos cie chodzi o uzmysłowienie sobie, z e nawet 
posiadając naturalne dary Boz e, nadal jestes my grzeszni i 
potrzebujemy łaski. 

Pokusa samodoskonalenia 
Wielki Post bardzo łatwo moz e przerodzic  się w czas, kiedy 
staramy się wyłącznie zgubic  parę kilogramo w lub skon czyc  z 
jakims  nałogiem, kto ry przeszkadza nam zbliz yc  się do Boga. 
Szatan wiele by dał, abys my do tego włas nie ograniczyli się w 
tym okresie. Jednak w Wielkim Pos cie nie o to chodzi. W takiej 
chwili trzeba pas c  na kolana, podnies c  ręce do nieba i zawołac : 
„Panie, w pojedynkę nie dam rady! Panie, dopomo z  mi!”. Waz ne 
jest, aby wybrac  uczynki pokutne pozwalające nam wzrastac  w 
miłos ci wyzwolonej od egoizmu. 

Pokusa podziałów: 
Wprowadzanie podziało w jest ulubionym narzędziem szatana. 
Uwielbia dzielic  chrzes cijan, powodując rywalizację, wzbudzając 
zazdros c , wywołując złos c . Szatan chce, abys my w innych 
chrzes cijanach widzieli wrogo w, bo nie chce, abys my 
zorientowali się, z e jedynym naszym wrogiem jest tylko on. 
Naturalnie więc w Wielkim Pos cie zły duch moz e pro bowac  
wprowadzac  nieprzyjaz n  i podziały między chrzes cijanami w 
rodzinach, w pracy. Dobrze jest zadac  sobie pytanie, czy 
wiadomos ci kto re do nas docierają (zwłaszcza w obliczu wojny 
na Ukrainie) wywołują w nas nienawis c  do pewnych oso b? 
Warto pamiętac , z e moz emy nie zgadzac  się z ideami 
podawanymi przez ludzi ale powinnis my unikac  atakowania 
ludzi. 

Pokusa ulegania zniechęceniu: 
Szatan niczego bardziej nie pragnie, niz  uczynic  nas tak samo 
nieszczęs liwymi, jak nieszczęs liwy jest on sam. Wie tez , z e 
poddanie się zniechęceniu zmniejsza naszą wspo łpracę z łaską 
Boz ą. Tak więc w tym okresie diabeł moz e kusic  nas 
odrzuceniem pokutnego ducha Wielkiego Postu. Moz e 
spowodowac , z e będziemy mys lec , iz  nic nam się nie udaje i nie 
jestes my „dobrzy”. Pamiętajmy,z e nie ma nikogo, kto mo głby 
powiedziec , z e jest „dobry”. Nasze niepowodzenia stanowią 
szansę podziękowania Bogu za wybawienie nas od naszej 
przeciętnos ci i grzechu. Nie ma sensu poddawac  się 
zniechęceniu, skoro naprawdę wierzymy w przesłanie Ewangelii. 
Dzięki łasce Boz ej nasze z ycie moz e zaowocowac  przemianą 
naszego mys lenia i postępowania.
