Dear friends, we inch closer to warmer weather and more open borders as we enter a new 
month. In a special way, we dedicate this month of November to remember all our loved 
ones who have gone before us. We hear the reassuring words of St Paul in our Second 
Reading (1Thess 4:13-18) when he comforts the Thessalonians: “We believe that Jesus died 
and rose again, and that it will be the same for those who have died in Jesus; God will bring 
them with him.” We call upon them in faith, and acknowledge their presence in the  
communion of saints every time we gather for Eucharist. 

Today’s Gospel (Matt 25:1-13) reminds us that God’s surprising presence can come upon 
us at any time, and we are called to stay awake and be prepared. In the parable, ten  
bridesmaids wait for the arrival of the groom and presumably his bride, who is absent. Five 
wise women bring oil for their lamps, and five foolish women do not. The women are 
judged wise or foolish according to their preparedness to wait. God is present whether we 
recognise it or not. We can only ready ourselves for God’s continual invitation to the  
banquet, to encounter, to receive God’s hospitality.

Your reign is always coming, Jesus, slipping into our lives quietly like a thief, 
and subverting our comfortable self-interest; 

and, even though we know we should be watching, we miss it too easily and too often. 

But, then when we remember, when we set our hearts to see, and our eyes to search,  
we begin to recognise the signs,  

the unexpected evidence of your glory in our ordinary, everyday normality. 

And so we praise you for the Reign of God 
that constantly breaks into the world of women and men, 

that always opens us to the new, the possible, the eternal, the yes. 

And we praise you for the capacity to watch, to see it coming, to recognise it’s advent, 
even though sometimes watching is the last thing we do. Amen. 



The Green Commandments of ‘Acting’: Responding to the Crisis of Our Common 
Home.  

9. Embrace an Ecological Spirituality 

The development of an ecological spirituality centres on respect and love for the totality 
of God’s creation. We are called to see creation spirituality as deeply incarnational,  
offering a sacramental vision of the natural world, leading us to perceive “God in all 
things.”    

Firstly, before we fix the problems, Pope Francis says we need to 
convert our hearts, then our thoughts and behaviours. He proposes 
the figure of St Francis of Assisi as a model of ecological conversion. 
The conversion to the Creator in a humble and genuine spirit of  
repentance is fundamental if we are to heal our land and ourselves. 

Secondly, ecological conversion calls for a “turning” to the creation 
itself. Such a conversion is above all at the personal level. All it takes 
is one good person to restore hope.  Working together is also  
extremely important. Fundamental to ecological spirituality is the 
awareness of our profound communion with the rest of creation 
and our co-responsibility for our fellow creatures. Creation’s true 

destiny is to be transformed and renewed in the risen Christ.  Humanity’s role, as Pope 
Francis indicates in the encyclical is “to lead all creatures back to their Creator.” 

Jesus is our exemplar. He asks us to contemplate the lillies of the field and the birds of the 
air.  He was completely present to everyone and to everything. Christian spirituality is a 
return to that simplicity which allows us to stop and appreciate the small things, to be 
grateful for the opportunities which life affords us, to be spiritually detatched from what 
we possess, and not to succumb to sadness for what we lack. This is what the Gospel  
mandate to stay awake can look like.

Wszystkich świętych i Dzień Zaduszny, co 

celebrujemy w te dwa dni? 

W naszym mys leniu to dwa dni smutku i 
zadumy. Tymczasem 1 listopada to dzien  
bardzo radosny poniewaz  tego dnia 
wspominamy wszystkich s więtych, kto rych 
Kos cio ł wynio sł na ołtarze ale ro wniez  tych, 
kto rzy swoim dobrym z yciem zasłuz yli na 
niebo ale nie są kanonizowani. To s więto 
pobudza nas do dziękczynienia za dar ich 
z ycia i nas ladowania dobrych czyno w. 
Uroczystos c  ta została ustanowiona przez 
papiez a Jana XI w 835 roku. Natomiast 
Dzien  Zaduszny został ustanowiony w 998 
roku, za sprawą opata benedyktyno w z 
Cluny s w. Odilona. Dzien  ten pos więcony 
jest modlitwie i naboz en stwom 
odprawianym w intencji wszystkich 
zmarłych i za dusze, kto re nadal odbywają 
pokutę czys c cową. 

W Polsce, 1 i 2 listopada to s więta bardzo 
uroczyste. Wierni, całymi rodzinami 
odwiedzają groby bliskich zmarłych. Polska 
tradycja, nakazuje zapalenie znicza, na 
grobach krewnych i modlitwę w ich intencji. 
Zgodnie z obyczajem odwiedza się ro wniez  
groby, kto re zostały zapomniane. 
Dodatkowo na cmentarzach odprawiane są 
naboz en stwa. 1 i 2 listopada są dla Polako w 
ro wniez  dniami Pamięci Narodowej. Z tego 
powodu znicze zapalane są praktycznie na 
kaz dej z ołnierskiej mogile: na grobach 
powstan czych, na polnych i les nych 
mogiłach, gdzie pochowani są bezimienni 
z ołnierze. W miejscach kaz ni i stracen , przy 
tablicach pamiątkowych pos więconych 
zabitym z ołnierzom i cywilom we 
wszystkich wojnach. Płoną ro wniez  znicze 
w cmentarnych kwaterach z ołnierskich oraz 
na grobach ludzi szczego lnie zasłuz onych 
dla Polski i jej kultury. 

Uroczystos ci Zaduszne, kto re obchodzimy w 
obecnych czasach wywodzą się z tradycji 
chrzes cijan skiej. Nalez y jednak pamiętac , z e 
takie s więto obchodzone było ro wniez  
przez naszych słowian skich przodko w. 

Przez stulecia wierzenia, zwyczaje i obrzędy, 
naszych przodko w związane z Dniem 
Zadusznym towarzyszyły obchodom 
kos cielnym. Praktyki te na przestrzeni 
wieko w splotły się z uroczystos ciami 
chrzes cijan skimi w interesującą całos c . 
Jeszcze w XIX wieku, podczas zaboro w, w 
niekto rych rejonach Litwy, Kurlandii i Prus, 
oraz na wschodnich terytoriach dawnej 
Polski, odprawiano obrzęd zwany Dziadami. 
Obrzęd Dziado w był odprawiany włas nie na 
czes c  zmarłych przodko w. Zwyczaj o w stał 
się inspiracją dla Adama Mickiewicza, kto ry 
napisał poemat znany nam pod tym samym 
tytułem. 

W tradycji polskiej utarł się zwyczaj, kto ry 
nakazuje w noc poprzedzającą Dzien  
Zaduszny, pozostawic  kos cioły otwarte. 
Wierzono, choc  i są ludzie kto rzy obecnie 
wierzą, z e dusze zmarłych zbierają się w 
swoich parafiach aby tej nocy odprawic  
mszę. Naboz en stwo celebruje zmarły 
proboszcz danej parafii. Msza odbywa się o 
po łnocy czyli w godzinie ducho w, w owym 
czasie nikomu nie wolno wejs c  do kos cioła, 
albowiem do s wiata z ywych się nie powro ci. 
Do początku XX wieku, wierzono w 
odwiedzanie domostw przez dusze 
zmarłych. Z tego powodu zostawiano 
uchylone drzwi i furtki, a na stołach 
pozostawiano chleb i inne potrawy.  

My dzis  ograniczamy się do modlitwy za 
zmarłych, zapalenia znicza i złoz enia 
kwiato w na ich grobach. Formą pamięci o 
zmarłych są ro wniez  wypominki.

SAFE COMMUNITIES PARISH AUDIT 
Safe Communities is a Framework and is an  
initiative of the Archdiocese of Hobart to protect 
children and vulnerable adults from abuse and  
neglect. The Framework requires the  
involvement of everyone in the Catholic Church 
within the Archdiocese. This Framework has been 
developed to ensure compliance with the  
recommendations of the Royal Commission into 
Institutional Responses to Child Sexual Abuse. 

As part of this Framework volunteers, staff,  
religious and Clergy are required to have a  
current police check and Working with  
Vulnerable Persons check.  

To ensure that the Parish is compliant for the  
Audit in November 2020, the list of volunteers, 
staff, religious and Clergy is required to hold the 
required checks. Failure to obtain these required 
checks will result in the volunteers, staff,  
religious and Clergy, not being able to undertake 
their ministry. 

The Parish will contribute to your Police Check 
and Working with Vulnerable Persons Checks.  
Either via reimbursement or through the direct 
payment of these checks.
